ARTICULATION: IS MY CHILD BEHIND?
Developing appropriate speech and language skills is a difficult task and  is one that is acquired over several years of childhood. It is

normal for children to make errors as they begin to talk and learn the rules for speech and language. Most children eventually correct errors 

and develop normal patterns for speaking. Some children continue to make  errors beyond the age when other children have mastered those

sounds. It may be time to be concerned if you observe one or more of the following:

 1. Family members or friends have a hard time understanding your child.

 2. Your child shows frustration because you don't understand what he/she is saying.

 3. Your child shows no signs of frustration when trying to communicate, but you do not understand what he/she is saying.

The Speech/Language Pathologist at your school can determine, after speaking to you and your child/s teacher, whether an evaluation

should be done. All kindergarten students at Crownhill are screened for speech and language skills in September. Parents are contacted if 

there is a concern that may need further evaluation. If a speech evaluation is indicated and desired by the parent, standardized testing will 

be done to compare your child's skills to other children of his/her age. In addition, informal observation of your child's skills in context

will be noted during conversation. The information below provides general guidelines for mastery of specific sounds. They allow for the 

different developmental speech milestones that children experience.
